Across Ontario, there has been a growing concern with motorists illegally passing or failing to
stop for school buses when their red lights are flashing. These actions place children at
significant risk when they are boarding or exiting buses.

As part of increasing province-wide efforts to improve student safety,
new “STOP FOR SCHOOL BUS WHEN SIGNALS FLASHING - 
BOTH DIRECTIONS” signs will be installed along Westchester Bourne.

The installation of these signs is intended to increase driver awareness, reinforce provincial
traffic laws, and help protect students travelling to and from school in our community.

Heritage Depot Agreement Finalized
Following the passage of an agreement for the use of space in the FlightExec Centre, the
“Committee to Establish a Middlesex Archives, Thames Centre Working Group” will be able to
establish a Heritage Depot here in Thames Centre. This community committee is interested in
gathering local historical documents and photo collections with an aim to preserve such
documents. 

The County of Middlesex is currently exploring the potential opportunity for establishing a
county-wide archives, and this local committee made up of community volunteers will accept
donations of local historical documents that may ultimately be transferred. The free use of the
former Smitty’s Lounge has been supported by Council for a one-year period. The location will
help the committee to store donated documents that could be transferred if a County Archives
service is provided.
